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A Word From Your Director of Missions

a message related to dealing with disappointment taken from

1e Lord said unto him, ‘This is the land which swear unto

m, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, saying, I will give it unto thy
have caused thee to se it with thine yes, but thou shall not go
ither.”

The scripture notes that Moses views the promise land from Mount
Nebo and then he dies there in the land of Moah. It must have been like
seeing the vision and dreaming the dream but not experiencing it personally.

We imagine there was a disappointment because Moses did not get
to bring the people into the promise land. Some have interpreted that it was a
result of Moses becoming angry when the people had disappointed him in not
being obedient to the Lord. Others have questioned that reason. We may not
be certain as to God’s teason ot plan.

I am reminded that disappointment comes to us even when we are
faithful to God. I have observed pastors and church leaders who are faithful
to the Lord and do not get to expetience the fulfillment. Loss of job, loss of
family member, sickness, church conflicts, financial losses, loss of friends,
broken relationships, and many other things may bring disappointments. You
and I may identify with more than one of these items.

Possibly one of the first questions we ask when disappointment
comes is with the one simple word, WHY? My pastor friend preaching this
subject indicated thtree reasons from God’s Word. First, it may be because of
others. A family member, a church member, a neighbor, someone at work, or
someone we don’t even know brought the disappointment. Second, it may be
because of our own sin or wrong decision. Sometimes we try to blame others
but our disappointment primarily comes from our own mistakes. Third, it
may be circumstances. It is not primarily a mistake we have made nor is it
because of someone else’s decisions, it just happens. As one sometimes states,
“THATS LIFE.”

Now the real question is “what do we do with it?” Some give up,
some blame others and even God. They become negative, critical, and very
broken. They blame the church and cannot see God working in the
brokenness.

May I encourage you to remember Jesus taught us with the
Beatitudes beginning with the Sermon on the Mount, Matthew 5, that even
though we face disappointment, we are blessed. Always, it is conditioned with
our faith and faithfulness in following Him. How many times must Jesus
have been disappointed through His journey with us? Yet he did not give up
or turn away from his Divine Calling with the Father.

We are reminded that disappointment from our view may be a
greater vision of God. Even though Moses did not enter the promise land
with the children of Israel, he was called a faithful servant of the Lord. Man
may experience a temporary disappointment; however, the Lord will allow him
to experience the fullness of the new heaven and all of it was the fulfillment of
the LAND OF PROMISE.
