Pastor - Laity  Church Encouragement 
      Through the committed services and contributions of 

our thirty-seven churches, the Association is healthy and 

adjusting to these changes in cultural-financial circum-

stances.  Through the good work of your leadership, we 

have adjusted to new budgets and new ministry over the 

past several months. We continue to do a survey to make 

sure we are meeting the needs of our church  pastors and 

laity leadership.   

            The first goal and action plan related to that is to respond to the de-

sire of our entire ministers group by having a monthly Ministers' Confer-

ence. We elected Bro. Chuck Edmonson, Springhead pastor, and Bro. Hal 
Sexton, Parkway pastor,  to  be the presidential officers. They are currently 

focusing on having one event per month at different churches. This would 

be 10:30 a.m. -12:30 p.m. with a free lunch sponsored by the various 

churches.  The programs are planned and promoted by them. There are 

other goals and action plans coming in future months. The committee is 

chaired by Dr. Benny Keck. He and the committee have been doing an ex-

cellent job.  Everyone is invited to participate. If you haven't responded to 

the survey, you are invited to do that this month. 

            There are things we can begin immediately without having to wait 

for your response. One example is a greater pastor-laity leadership church 

encouragement. I do not have space in this newsletter to report all of the 
new findings in my missionary research visits with our churches  or inter-

views with our pastors. At the time of this report a research reveals that 

40% of our leaders eventually drop out due to burnout or discourage-

ment.  Seventy-five percent go through a period of stress so great that they 

seriously consider quitting. I use a term in our ministry as an Association, 

"Foundation Building Ministry" as a Biblical based plan to offer new hope 

and transformation.  It is a Pastor-Laity Church Encouragement. I ask your 

prayers and support. 

            Our coaching, volunteerism, and revitalization ministry with our 

churches has brought a tremendous new need.  Several of our churches are 

going through a major financial adjustment crisis.  We no longer have mis-

sion money from our Baptist state or national level to help with small loans 
or grants to bring relief.  There is one of our churches as I write this article 

that needs $5,000 to meet a temporary emergency operation need. Even the 

professorial ministerial consultants are less in numbers. These are some 

very crucial times for our well established churches and/or our new church 

starts. They are involved in a coaching and strategy planning process with 

us. However, we have no place to turn except to you as churches and indi-

viduals to help financially. These circumstances bring a new and greater 

purpose for our Association. We are nearest to the needs and have the per-

sons and the potential to provide the emergency assistance. 

            In our next Finance/Stewardship meeting and our next Executive 

Committee meeting I ask for us to place on the agenda the promotion of a 
Foundation Builders Ministry fund. Then we can have a fund to offer small 

loans or small grants to help in these circumstances. Pray with us about this 

possibility. Let us seek God's heart as to encouraging the pastors-laity lead-

ership during the struggling times.
